
Training scheme for undergraduate talents of painting major
I. Overview of Major
Beijing University of Technology College of Art and Design is a professional college of art and design with a long history. Its predecessor was Beijing Arts and Crafts School founded in 1958. In 2005, the college was integrated into Beijing University of Technology as a whole, and began to recruit painting majors in the "Art Design" undergraduate major catalogue. In January 2019, Beijing University of Technology College of Art and Design cancelled the original art department system according to the needs of the development of disciplines and majors, and the painting and sculpture majors were managed independently, marking the formal establishment of the painting department. In the long-term development of the college, the painting major has accumulated rich teaching experience and gained a wide range of good reputation in the professional field. Over the years, many graduates of the painting department have made outstanding achievements in different fields and directions, and become the backbone of the industry.
There are 19 full-time teachers in the painting major, including 2 full-time teachers with senior professional titles, 8 associate senior professional titles and 3 doctors' degrees. Many teachers hold important positions in academic organizations and journals of the painting session at the same time, and they have important influence in the industry. In the future, the painting major will make full use of outstanding alumni and other academic resources, based on its own development needs and academic advantages, strengthen academic exchanges with well-known experts, top scholars and artists at home and abroad, and introduce more industry-leading high-quality social resources into colleges and universities through international exchange students, international short-term exchanges, Chinese and foreign workshops, international experts' participation in course construction and teaching, and high-level academic seminars. In view of international exchanges, it adheres to institutional self-confidence and cultural self-confidence, absorbs more excellent cultural nutrition in the process of learning from each other and learning from each other's strong points to make up for each other's weaknesses, and broadens its international vision, so as to better serve the teaching and scientific research work.
In terms of professional construction, the painting major starts from the orientation of running a school standing in Beijing and serving Beijing, and aims at building a capital cultural center to meet the needs of the capital's functional transformation, economic construction and social development. In order to meet the needs of the capital's cultural and artistic industry development in the next 5-10 years, it trains high-quality innovative talents with correct world outlook and values, high sense of social responsibility and civic morality, good communication skills, strong practical ability, high comprehensive quality, innovative spirit, global vision, and ability to work in teaching, creation, research and management in art education, art research, publishing, art management and other units and departments.
Painting majors include Chinese painting and oil painting. Each major has its own complete knowledge and skill system, which has something to do with each other, such as the requirement of modeling ability and different characteristics. For example, Chinese painting emphasizes the experience and application of ink and paper, while oil painting emphasizes the mastery of pigments and media. Different majors not only maintain their own characteristics and knowledge and skills, but also influence each other and learn from each other. This is the characteristic of painting majors. Drawing major relies on its own resources, combines the specific characteristics and professional requirements of painting major, and under the direction of painting major, opens two professional workshops of Chinese painting and oil painting. Also, it provides students with rich professional development knowledge courses by using professional platforms. Under the workshop, professional styles are not subdivided, which not only keeps the characteristics and inheritance of each major, but also makes it easier for students to extensively absorb the knowledge of related professional fields and exert greater autonomy in personal professional development.
Based on the professional characteristics of painting, the painting major combines the excellent Chinese cultural tradition with the beneficial experience of western modern painting in the course setting and content setting, focusing on cultivating students' sense of identity with their own national culture, cultivating their feelings of home and country, inheriting the excellent national cultural values, and telling Chinese stories with contemporary painting language.
II. Thinking of Making Training Plan
In order to implement the Opinions of the Ministry of Education on Accelerating the Construction of High-level Undergraduate Teaching and Comprehensively Improving the Ability of Personnel Training (Jiaogao [2018] No.2) and Opinions of the Ministry of Education on Deepening the Reform of Undergraduate Education and Comprehensively Improving the Quality of Personnel Training (Jiaogao [2019] No.6), according to the unified deployment of the school, based on the 2018 National Standard for Teaching Quality of Undergraduate Majors in General Colleges and Universities (2018) (referred to as "National Standard" for short) issued by the Ministry of Education, on the basis of the 2015 edition of undergraduate training plan, in line with the construction of painting major and the adjustment of the overall curriculum structure, and in line with the school-running goal of Beijing University of Technology to transform from a teaching and research university to a research university facing the 21st century, it can meet the needs of national and regional economic and social development for higher education talents training in the new era. In line with the transformation of Beijing's capital functions, to meet the needs of serving the capital's economic construction and cultural industry development, to meet the needs of building the capital's cultural center and developing cultural and creative industries, to build a talent training system suitable for research universities, and to formulate this training scheme.
The main basis for the formulation of the training plan includes:
1. Development opportunities brought by discipline adjustment for higher art education
In 2011, the Academic Degrees Committee of the State Council and the Ministry of Education promulgated the Catalogue of Academic Degrees and Personnel Training Subjects (2011). Art became the 13th discipline category in China independently. In addition, art was upgraded to one of the five major disciplines under the art category, and painting was one of the 33 majors under the art category. This discipline adjustment has brought unprecedented development opportunities for higher art education. Under the macro-policy of national discipline construction and development, it is imperative to improve discipline construction, strengthen school-running characteristics, adjust school-running structure, reform teaching mode and improve teaching quality.
2. Suggestions on the training mode put forward by the Teaching Steering Committee of Fine Arts Major in Colleges and Universities of the Ministry of Education
According to National Standard for Teaching Quality of Undergraduate Majors in General Colleges and Universities (2018) (referred to as "National Standard") issued by the Ministry of Education, some suggestions are put forward for the training mode: "two-section" teaching mode of basic and major; Schooling year, class system or workshop teaching mode; The teaching mode of the complete credit system, and some suggestions on curriculum setting: public basic courses, professional basic courses, professional direction courses, practical (internship) teaching courses and graduation writing (thesis).
3. The school's Guiding Opinions on Formulating the 2020 Edition Undergraduate Talents Training Program
On the basis of summarizing the undergraduate training plan of 2015 edition, combined with the requirements of the Catalogue and Introduction of Undergraduate Major in General Colleges and Universities (2012) issued by Ministry of Education of the People's Republic of China on major name, training objectives, training requirements, main disciplines, core courses, main practical teaching links, and the reform requirements of Beijing University of Technology on enrollment and training by category and reducing the total credits in the course, it will straighten out the relationship between the inheritance and development of professional development history, and clarify the revised objectives and priorities.
4. Art enrollment focuses on the characteristics of basic and wide-caliber training.
According to the requirements of art major enrollment and the characteristics of painting major, it should implement undergraduate enrollment by category and formulate training programs according to the major direction, build the basic courses of disciplines and professional core courses platform according to major disciplines and major categories, innovate the training mode of talents, deepen the teaching content and promote the reform of teaching methods. In the basic education stage, public basic courses and subject basic courses are set up according to major categories, while in the professional education stage, professional courses are set up according to the development of disciplines and the social demand for professional talents' knowledge and ability. In the first and second semesters, subject basic teaching courses are formulated according to the broad basic characteristics of fine arts. In the third semester, basic courses for painting majors are arranged. In the fourth semester, professional education is started in the corresponding workshops.
5. The transformation of capital functions, the integration of Beijing-Tianjin-Hebei and the social development of Beijing have changed the demand for painting professionals.
Beijing, as a political and cultural center, has a greater and higher demand for talents in various art categories. In 2017, Beijing's cultural industry achieved an added value of 270.04 billion yuan, seven times that of 2004, with an average annual growth rate of 16.1% in thirteen years, which is 3.6 percentage points higher than the average annual growth rate of current regional GDP in the same period, showing a rapid growth trend. According to the 2019 Three-year Action Plan for High-quality Development of Beijing's Cultural Industry (2020-2022), focusing on the new expectations of people's spiritual and cultural life and the new requirements of high-quality development of the capital, and highlighting the characteristics of high-end, cutting-edge and efficient high-quality development, the Beijing Municipal Government strives to realize the high-quality creation and production, branding of cultural creativity, diversification of emerging formats and modernization of the market system through three-year efforts. Initially, a high-quality development system of cultural industries in the capital will be formed. By 2022, the income of cultural industries above designated size in the city will exceed 1.5 trillion yuan, and the industrial added value will account for more than 10% of the regional GDP. The social development and cultural center construction in Beijing put forward higher requirements for the cultivation of high-end talents of painting major, and also provided greater opportunities and challenges.
Main problems and shortcomings of the original training plan
1. The original teaching plan structure is unreasonable, with too many professional directions and insufficient pertinence.
The 2015 edition of the training plan currently implemented by this major is a teaching plan continued by the painting major of the former Fine Arts Department. It is composed of oil painting course, sculpture course and Chinese painting course. A teaching plan is implemented in the teaching process. There are many but not specialized courses in the students' learning process, but there are relatively few courses such as composition and creation which are very important for painting study and research, and the continuity of courses and teaching effect are affected. Also, there are some problems in the order and semester arrangement of some courses, such as cohesion or order logic, which affect students' professional study, graduation design, employment and many other problems. 
2. The employment direction and teaching arrangement are not diversified enough.
The direction of the combination of teaching and quality education is not clear enough. Teaching in the field of professional disciplines for the specific knowledge and skills required by the cultivation of high-quality talents of art majors (such as professional painters, designers, art planning, art management, gallery management, etc.) is an important part of the art curriculum system. Also, it should also stress broad quality education. Universities are responsible for leading the overall progress of society. It should not only have the training goal of professional high-quality talents, but also value quality training, so as to deliver talents for art education at all levels, so that the talents trained by this major will have strong adaptability and wide employment channels when they enter the society in the future.
3. The teaching order and mode of unit courses need to be adjusted.
The order of some professional courses is not conducive to professional deepening and curriculum convergence, the course direction jumps greatly, students are at a loss, and it is difficult to arouse students' enthusiasm. In addition, it is not conducive to the continuous professional exchanges and interactions between students and teachers. The new training plan has made appropriate adjustments to this. On the basis of ensuring the diversity of curriculum teaching as much as possible, improving the links between different types of courses is conducive to professional learning and student development. Teachers can better grasp and understand students' professional learning situation, provide more professional learning guidance and suggestions for students, control students' professional development direction for a long time, and provide more guidance for professional learning, graduation creation and employment.
Based on the above basis, a survey was organized in 2019, and according to the requirements of the school, the training programs of art majors in key art universities at home and abroad were investigated, focusing on the comparative analysis of the curriculum system composition and total credits. According to the Catalogue and Major Introduction of Undergraduate Major in Ordinary Colleges and Universities issued by the Ministry of Education and the Guiding Opinions of Beijing University of Technology on Formulating the 2020 Edition Undergraduate Talent Training Program, some problems existing in the implementation of the original program were corrected, and the total credits and curriculum system were adjusted accordingly, thus forming the 2020 Edition Training Plan of Painting Major of Beijing University of Technology.
2020 edition training plan: the training mode of painting major;
With the adjustment of the overall school-running goal of Beijing University of Technology and the construction and development of painting major, it is necessary to clarify the professional training direction and objectives, strengthen the practice, increase the credits of practical courses, attach importance to the foundation, broaden the diversity, attach importance to the cultivation of artistic theory and modeling ability and artistic creation, and take this as a starting point to broaden the diversity of artistic expression. In addition, it is necessary to expand the diversity of students' services for social culture in the fields of artistic creation, art education, art research, publishing and art management.
The painting major takes the oil painting workshop and Chinese painting workshop as the framework, establishes a diversified and open pattern of art study and practice, and trains high-quality diversified talents. Reform the teaching mode, and carry out teaching with basic course group and professional direction workshop. Freshman students, regardless of major, offer compulsory courses of basic disciplines according to major categories of fine arts disciplines, focus on building the generous foundation necessary for professional study and research, break through professional barriers, and provide a general basic platform for students' independent professional study and research. In the third semester, it will arrange the basic course of general major in painting direction, study the basic course of major direction, and build a unified basic platform for painting direction within the major direction of painting. From the fourth semester to the fourth grade, students enter the oil painting workshop and Chinese painting workshop, and study the professional courses in the workshop. This is determined by the characteristics of the painting discipline, which is suitable for the learning and teaching rules of painting itself.
Painting workshop:
Oil painting workshop: Oil painting language research and creative expression
Chinese painting workshop: Chinese painting language research and creative expression
III. Training Objectives
Starting from the orientation of running a school based on Beijing to serve Beijing, this major aims at building a cultural center of the capital to meet the needs of the capital's functional transformation, economic construction and social development, and trains high-quality innovative talents with excellent professional quality and theoretical literacy, international vision and lifelong learning habits. The training goal of this major focuses on broad foundation, outstanding professional ability, cultivating innovative thinking, shaping students' world outlook and values, integrating national feelings in curriculum design, and cultivating students with the following knowledge and ability:
(1). Cultivate innovative talents with correct world outlook and values, high sense of social responsibility and civic morality, good communication skills, strong practical ability and high comprehensive quality.
(2). Master systematic painting theoretical knowledge and professional basic skills, and emphasize the close combination of theory and practice.
(3). Have solid basic skills in painting.
(4). Basic artistic theory accomplishment
(5). The basic abilities in artistic practice, art teaching and art research enable students to become professionals with professional theoretical literacy, solid practical ability and outstanding working ability in artistic creation, art teaching, art research, art publishing, exhibition and management after graduation for 5-10 years, and to have the ability of self-study and lifelong learning and sustainable development in the field.
(6). Innovative spirit and global vision.
IV. Graduation Requirements and Realization Matrix
Specific knowledge, skills, abilities and qualities that graduates should acquire:
The painting major aims at the talent requirements of the development of the party and the country in the next 5-10 years, accurately locates the professional training objectives, and scientifically designs the graduation requirements. According to the selected professional workshop direction, students should have solid basic painting skills in the professional direction, master the necessary theoretical knowledge and comprehensive professional quality in the professional direction. In addition, according to students' different characteristics, it should explore and cultivate students' innovative ability, improve their comprehensive artistic accomplishment across disciplines and categories, guide and develop students' potential in painting creation, and enable them to have higher artistic accomplishment and the ability to engage in the creation, teaching and research work of their major.
1. Graduation Requirements
(1) Establish and practice socialist core values.
(2) Master the basic knowledge of Chinese and foreign art history and art theory
(3) Solid basic modeling ability
(4) Master relevant professional knowledge and basic professional skills, be familiar with the characteristics of painting species in this major, and be familiar with the characteristics of special tools and materials in this major.
(5) Have the ability to independently conceive and express artistic creation.
(6) Be familiar with the professional techniques and formal rules, and master the rules of aesthetic characteristics of paintings. Have the comprehensive ability to use a variety of materials and skills (can complete personal artistic creation with novel creative ideas, appropriate materials and handling techniques. Value the characteristics of the times of painting language and integrate it organically into painting creation, stress the development trend of innovation, change and diversification of contemporary painting language, and create painting art works based on the inner spirit of national culture and reflecting the times, with independent artistic creation ability).
(7) Broad vision, resourceful knowledge, good comprehensive quality (good physical quality, good ideological and moral quality, good cultural quality, good artistic theory quality, legal awareness, understanding of relevant policies and regulations of fine arts, honesty awareness and teamwork awareness).
(8) Ability and consciousness of autonomous learning and lifelong learning (ability of continuous learning and adapting to development, ability of combining theory with practice, independent access to art literature, access to relevant information by using modern information technology, ability of artistic practice under the guidance of professional theory, ability of sublimation of experience in artistic practice into professional theory to promote artistic practice, critical thinking based on national traditional cultural values, ability of consciously and independently criticizing, sorting out and reasonably using for reference western cultural thoughts)
